Six Frequently Asked Questions Regarding the ELP

Q: What is the Emerging Leaders Program? 
A: The ELP is an initiative sponsored by the Society of Petroleum Engineers. The ELP was created for the purpose of enhancing the overall membership and effectiveness of the Society by organizing individuals with less than ten years of industry experience together in order to engage them in activities that ultimately support both the Local and National SPE Organizations' missions and objectives.  The Delta Section ELP is the seventh such program created in the world.  We are supported by the International SPE Young Exploration and Production Professionals Professional Network and quarterly publication.
Q: Who runs the ELP? 

A: The ELP is directed by the ELP Board. The ELP Board is comprised SPE members, each with less than ten years of industry experience. ELP Board members apply to, and are selected by, the SPE-Delta Section on an annual basis. They are chosen for their leadership abilities and development potential.  The ELP Board will be actively mentored by the SPE-Delta Section Board, with the ultimate goal to develop ELP members to assume the section board positions.
Q: Who can participate in ELP functions? 

A: Any oil and gas professional with less than 10 years of experience is not only welcome, but also encouraged to participate in the various social, technical and development activities sponsored by the program. 
Q: What can I expect from the ELP? 

A: The ELP intends to hold a number of social, technical and professional development activities throughout the year to provide oil and gas professionals with less than ten years of experience an opportunity to network with each other, as well as enhance the various skill sets specifically of interest to this peer group. 

Q: How much of my time will this take?

A:  There are three levels of involvement.  

1) ELP Board Member – Approximately 4 hours per month

2) ELP Committee Member – 1 to 2 hours per month

3) ELP Participant – Just the time to attend meetings, social or community service events of your choice
